Seeking an innovative, and sustainable solution
to the growing demand for outdoor and
conservatory spaces, The “Boston Terrace” is
manufactured in Iroko, deliberately not choosing
teak which is often illegally logged. Iroko is a
sustainably managed African hardwood which
will weather beautifully when left untreated.

Boston Terrace allows the specifier to blend the
aesthetics, comfort and versatility of the indoor
Boston ranges with an outdoor version.
Cushions in outdoor water repellent and lightfast
fabrics, have ties and handles that allow fixing
and easy carrying into storage.
Launched in 2007, Morgan’s Trevi tables can be
used indoor or outdoor. They are sculptural,
delicate and decorative but at the same time
strong and hardwearing, having been designed

specifically for the contract market. Made in steel,
Trevi is offered in a powder coated finish with an
option of a patterned steel or glass top.

Morgan is focused on being a wholly carbon
neutral manufacturer and reducing its carbon
footprint to the smallest practical level.
One of the first contract furniture manufacturers
to be accredited by the Furniture Industry
Sustainability Programme (FISP) backed by the
BFM and FIRA.

Morgan also now sits on the Steering Committee
of rolling accreditation programme. Morgan is
leading the way and has achieved the British
standard for sustainability BS8555 level 3 and is
aiming for level 5 in the next few months.

An example of the company’s approach and
success is that the 4500 square metre factory
and offices are heated entirely by burning off-cuts
from timber which is itself sustainably farmed.
End of life is also addressed by investigating
ways of feeding old product to the factory
burners rather than sending to landfill. A Long
Wave Curing system was recently installed in the
polish shop which reduces gas consumption by
95%. Morgan gives consideration to designing
furniture so as to reduce its overall environmental
impact throughout its life cycle, and was a finalist
in SEEDA’s Environmental Awards for 2008.

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Peter Østerberg, Director of Danish company Gubi explains a bit about the company’s history, and a recent project
which involved the company supplying its Bestlite range of lighting to a newly opened restaurant, Restaurant
Docken in Copenhagen.

HI: What was the timescale of the Restaurant
Docken project, and Bestlite’s involvement from
concept to completion?

PØ: “Restaurant Docken is one of several
venues under the name Culture Quay in North
Harbour just north of the centre of
Copenhagen. Bestlite got involved when the
owners wanted to break away from the usual
style of restaurants in Copenhagen.

They wanted simple, yet iconic lighting and
furniture that would complement the rawness of
the room and the outside surroundings. Thus,
the Culture Quay lies between old harbour
factories and a stone crushing mill. Bestlite got
involved about eight weeks before the
restaurant was due to open. We had previously
worked with both the restaurant owner and the

architect. Based on the owner’s and architects
briefing during the initial meeting, we had a very
good idea that the Bestlite BL9XL would be
perfect for this room.

We also proposed both our award-winning Gubi
bar stool and Gubi black softcoated table.”

HI: How extensive is Bestlite’s involvement in
commercial interior projects?

PØ: “When Robert Dudley Best designed the
Bestlite collection in 1930, he had the ingenious
functionality of the lamp in mind, but could not
have guessed how many different models
the Bestlite collection would eventually consist
of. Most of the models were designed over the
years, because his customers asked for a
Bestlite that could fulfil a certain need. This way

of developing new models has left the collection
today so broad and functional that the Bestlite
is specified for many different types of projects.
Hotels, bars, restaurants and offices tend to
favour Bestlite, and as we are present in most
continents with our own consultants, we work
closely with many interior designers.

We get involved at the level they want us to,
stretching from just providing samples to doing
entire restaurant, hotel room or office interior
proposals. Currently, we are working on such
different projects as an international design hotel
in Edinburgh, which is to be the first of several,
a high-end bakery chain in Norway, a clothing
chain in Sweden and a private hospital in
Stockholm. Bestlite was recently ordered for
a new design hotel in New York and the new
Actors’ House in Copenhagen.”

HI: How closely does Bestlite work with interior
designers and architects on commercial
projects?

PØ: “We work with interior designers as close as
the interior designers want. We tend to
understand what they want, because we are not
a typical manufacturer. We work with designers
and architects every day in our own product
development, and although we believe our
products and concepts must first and foremost
function for the daily users we cannot help
having a very artistic approach to our work.
We therefore can get as involved in the
interior design process as the architect wants,
because we have very skilled creative people in
our organisation.”

HI: With such a unique and accomplished
design heritage, is Bestlite moving in different
directions to satisfy all areas of the market, or is
it staying true to its roots?

PØ: “We feel Bestlite should always stay true to
its roots. A collection that has been in
production for 78 years straight, has a long time
ago proven its right to exist. We always try to
improve on technical aspects of the products,
but the design will never change. We do,

however, listen to what the interior designers and
end users want. We therefore are able to adapt
the individual Bestlite model to the specific need
of the project, but we never deviate from Robert
Dudley Best’s basic design. Thus, the
BL9XL pendant is based on the exact same
shade you see in the rest of the collection.”

HI: Was it difficult to resurrect the old ‘Bestlite’
brand and re-instate its presence back into the
marketplace and how long did this take?

PØ: “When we acquired the global rights to the
Bestlite collection in 2004, we had some
experience with the collection from the agency
rights for Denmark that we acquired in the late
1980s. We knew building the Bestlite brand
beyond its former glory would take
continuous hard work, but the basic premise for
a success was there: an outstanding
collection, and a 78-year old story.
When we took over the collection, however, there
were some quality issues and we could not
deliver for four months, because we insisted on
bringing quality back to its highest level ever. So
upon updating vital technical parts in the
lamp, and meticulously improving the finish of
each component of the lamp, we made sure that
we had production facilities that would enable us

to deliver quickly and unproblematic to all
corners of the world. Despite the early
problems, we have always felt that if we could
only make the collection readily available to
architects and consumers, the Bestlites
would do the rest themselves, because they
appeal to people the minute they see them. So,
for the past four years we have done just that.
Through magazines and the internet we’ve
attempted to raise the profile of the product.
Today we have a large global dealer network,
who all contribute to bringing Bestlite to the icon
status that we feel it deserves. Within 12
months, Bestlite was re-instated in the most
important of our markets - namely Scandinavia
and the UK.

Most of the old dealers had forgiven the former
quality problems, because we had by then
proven to them how serious we were in bringing
quality and logistics up to date, and keeping it
that way. Furthermore, we insisted on spending
a lot of resources in communicating directly to
architects and consumers, to make
sure Bestlite’s 78-year old history was told
properly. Since then we have experienced a
strong interest from overseas markets and the
rest of continental Europe, but still feel that we
have a lot of ground to cover.”

inamo shines a light on a newwest end dining experience!

The 310 sq m (gross), 62-cover Wardour
Street restaurant and downstairs bar is the
brainchild of entrepreneurs Danny Potter and
Noel Hunwick and will offer customers high-
quality Asian fusion cuisine, under the
guidance of leading Head Chef Anthony
Sousa Tam, who comes to Inamo from
superstar restaurants Atami, Chino Latinos,
Nobu, Hakkasan and Ubon.

The interior of Inamo has been designed by
Blacksheep, hot from their latest west end
success with the Whisky Mist at Zeta bar and
nightclub at London's Hilton Hotel - and from
the announcement of their third winning
project in a row at the London Bar & Club
Awards with the Knightsbridge bar Vendôme.
Blacksheep also contributed to all the
restaurant's graphic applications, adapting the
existing identity with new iconography for
signage, menus and marketing materials as
well as all environmental graphics, from
graphic wallpaper to graphic tablecloths,
shopfront etched patterns and illuminated

Inamo, a whole new concept in west end dining, opened in late 2008 in the heart of London's Soho. Inamo’s menus are projected
onto tabletops, allowing diners to order food and beverages interactively, to change the ambiance of their individual table, to play

games and even to order up local information and services, such as booking a cab.

screens, with all pattern work inspired by and
adapted from traditional Asian print designs.

For the designers, it was an ambitious project
and a tricky concept to get right. Great
attention had to be paid especially to ensure
that lighting levels and proportions were spot
on for the restaurant to work at all hours of the
day and night. The restaurant design also had
to have an overall strong sense of identity as a
space, neither overwhelming nor being
overwhelmed by the technology at its heart.
'We created a concept based around the
keywords: warmth, vibrancy, charm and
theatre', explained Blacksheep Director Tim
Mutton. 'It was important to balance out the
restaurant's technological aspects by creating
a sensuous, social space with a strong
personality.'

Inside the restaurant, the stair to the
downstairs bar is immediately to the left,
finished in matt black, with timber-effect vinyl
flooring here and throughout (by Armstrong).

Graphic wallpaper above the stair mirrors the
window graphic. Customers are immediately
met at the greeter station (in black timber),
directly in front of a high-impact six-seater
table. The restaurant has been treated partly
in monochrome to allow the tabletop
illuminations to stand out and partly with
further graphics (inspired by the colour
choices of kaleidoscopes and origami for an
Asian feel) to mirror the strong graphic sense
created by the tabletops.

Walls are therefore in a white vinyl wallpaper
with mirrored graphic panels, which work
effectively like lightboxes with an etched
pattern and a cut pattern, with light allowing
the cut pattern to shine through. Seats are
either a silver vinyl banquette with feature red
stitching or else 2-tone flip chairs with black
backs and white frontage (from Protocol). The
tables themselves have a black base and a
white Corian top.

The 'cocoon' projectors are set at the same
height throughout within the suspended high

gloss black ceiling and come in three sizes to
light 2-cover, 4-cover or 6-cover tables.
When customers sit down there are white
spots for plates and an individual 'e-cloth' for
each table. Customers use a touch panel to
order food and drink or change their table top
to one of the seven other patterns available.
'Serving staff are available at any time to help
customers to navigate their menus or answer
any other queries, but the menus have been
exceptionally clearly designed and should be
both intuitive and fool-proof for users!' Project
Designer Benjamin Webb commented.

The downstairs bar features the same design
language as the restaurant, but uses a warmer
and darker colour scheme (as it doesn't have
to work alongside any technological elements)
to create a sense of intimacy. Graphic
screens replicate those on the ground floor,
but use bronze mirrors, with a glowing red
backing to promote a sense of space within
the bar. Pendant light fittings again echo the
cocoons above and have been specially-
designed using the same organic language.

Recently the practice has been busy completing
a number of prestigious high quality projects
including a new fine dining restaurant for Gordon
Ramsay at Heathrow Terminal 5, and new club,
Bungalow 8 in St. Martin’s Lane Hotel for the
Morgan Hotel Group. BCA have won a number
of awards and were recently named by
Restaurant Magazine as one of the country’s top
10 designers.

New materials and technology is often at the
heart of BCA schemes. The practice is
concerned about sustainability and technology
and is always expanding their knowledge of new
materials and techniques, and work to integrate
sophisticated technologies into their designs. For
example, in the Vodafone headquarters in
Lisbon, BCA used state of the art technology to
provide employees and visitors with an
interactive environment through an interactive
data cube.

The idea was to create a space that
epitomised the Vodafone brand, a place where
employees and visitors could physically
experience the interactivity, connectivity and
sophisticated technology that defines Vodafone.

BCA are currently working on a number of new
restaurant schemes, clubs and individual private
houses. With a track record in achieving
complicated planning permissions for clients in
Grade I and II Listed buildings, as well as new
developments, the practice has received
recognition for its ability to successfully marry the
fabric of historic buildings with contemporary
design. Mortons Private Members club in
Berkeley Square is a fine example of this.
